READING PASSAGE 1

Adults and children are frequently confronted with
statements about the alarming rate of loss of tropical
rainforests. For example, one graphic illustration to
which children might readily relate is the estimate that
rainforests are being destroyed ata rate equivalent to one
thousand football fields every forty minutes — about the
duration of a normal classroom period. In the face of the
frequent and often vivid media coverage, it is likely that
children will have formed ideas about rainforests —what
and where they are, why they are important, what endan-
gers them — independent of any formal tuition. It is also
possible that some of these ideas will be mistaken.

Many studies have shown that children harbour misconceptions about ‘pure’, cur-
riculum science. These misconceptions do not remain isolated but become incorpo-
rated into a multifaceted, but organised, conceptual framework, making it and the
component ideas, some of which are erroneous, more robust but also accessible to
modification. These ideas may be developed by children absorbing ideas through the
popular media. Sometimes this information may be erroneous. It seems schools may
not be providing an opportunity for children to re-express their ideas and so have them
tested and refined by teachers and their peers.

Despite the extensive coverage in the popular media of the destruction of rainforests,
little formal information is available about children’s ideas in this area. The aim of the
present study is to start to provide such information, to help teachers design their edu-
cational strategies to build upon correct ideas and to displace misconceptions and to
plan programmes in environmental studies in their schools.

The study surveys children’s scientific knowledge and attitudes to rainforests.
Secondary school children were asked to complete a questionnaire containing five
open-form questions. The most frequent responses to the first question were descrip-
tions which are self-evident from the term ‘rainforest’. Some children described them
as damp, wet or hot. The second question concerned the geographical location of rain-
forests. The commonest responses were continents or countries: Africa (given by 43%
of children), South America (30%), Brazil (25%). Some children also gave more
general locations, such as being near the Equator.
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Responses to question three concerned the importance of rainforests. The domi-
nant idea, raised by 64% of the pupils, was that rainforests provide animals with habi-
tats. Fewer students responded that rainforests provide plant habitats, and even fewer
mentioned the indigenous populations of rainforests. More girls (70%) than boys
(60%) raised the idea of rainforest as animal habitats.

Similarly, but at a lower level, more girls (13%) than boys (5%) said that rainforests
provided human habitats. These observations are generally consistent with our previ-
ous studies of pupils’ views about the use and conservation of rainforests, in which
girls were shown to be more sympathetic to animals and expressed views which seem
to place an intrinsic value on non-human animal life.

The fourth question concerned the causes of the destruction of rainforests. Perhaps
encouragingly, more than half of the pupils (59%) identified that it is human activities
which are destroying rainforests, some personalising the responsibility by the use of
terms such as ‘we are’. About 18% of the pupils referred specifically to logging activity.

One misconception, expressed by some 10% of the pupils, was that acid rain is
responsible for rainforest destruction; a similar proportion said that pollution is
destroying rainforests. Here, children are confusing rainforest destruction with
damage to the forests of Western Europe by these factors. While two fifths of the stu-
dents provided the information that the rainforests provide oxygen, in some cases this
response also embraced the misconception that rainforest destruction would reduce
atmospheric oxygen, making the atmosphere incompatible with human life on Earth.

In answer to the final question about the importance of rainforest conservation, the
majority of children simply said that we need rainforests to survive. Only a few of the
pupils (6%) mentioned that rainforest destruction may contribute to global warming.
This is surprising considering the high level of media coverage on this issue. Some
children expressed the idea that the conservation of rainforests is not important.

The results of this study suggest that certain ideas predominate in the thinking of
children about rainforests. Pupils’ responses indicate some misconceptions in basic
scientific knowledge of rainforests’ ecosystems such as their ideas about rainforests as
habitats for animals, plants and humans and the relationship between climatic change
and destruction of rainforests.

Pupils did notvolunteer ideas that suggested that they appreciated the complexity of
causes of rainforest destruction. In other words, they gave no indication of an appreci-
ation of either the range of ways in which rainforests are important or the complex
social, economic and political factors which drive the activities which are destroying
the rainforests. One encouragement is that the results of similar studies about other
environmental issues suggest that older children seem to acquire the ability to appre-
ciate, value and evaluate conflicting views. Environmental education offers an arena in
which these skills can be developed, which is essential for these children as future deci-
sion-makers.

Some of the senses that we and other terrestrial mammals take for granted are either
reduced or absent in cetaceans or fail to function well in water. For example, it appears
from their brain structure that toothed species are unable to smell. Baleen species,
on the other hand, appear to have some related brain structures but it is not known
whether these are functional. It has been speculated that, as the blowholes evolved
and migrated to the top of the head, the neural pathways serving sense of smell may
have been nearly all sacrificed. Similarly, although at least some cetaceans have taste
buds, the nerves serving these have degenerated or are rudimentary.

The sense of touch has sometimes been described as weak too, but this view is prob-
ably mistaken. Trainers of captive dolphins and small whales often remark on their
animals’ responsiveness to being touched or rubbed, and both captive and free-
ranging cetacean individuals of all species (particularly adults and calves, or members
of the same subgroup) appear to make frequent contact. This contact may help to
maintain order within a group, and stroking or touching are part of the courtship ritual
in most species. The area around the blowhole is also particularly sensitive and
captive animals often object strongly to being touched there.
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The sense of vision is developed to different degrees in different species. Baleen
species studied at close quarters underwater — specifically a grey whale calf in cap-
tivity for a year, and free-ranging right whales and humpback whales studied and filmed
off Argentina and Hawaii — have obviously tracked objects with vision underwater, and
they can apparently see moderately well both in water and in air. However, the posi-
tion of the eyes so restricts the field of vision in baleen whales that they probably do
not have stereoscopic vision.

On the other hand, the position of the eyes in most dolphins and porpoises suggests
that they have stereoscopic vision forward and downward. Eye position in freshwater
dolphins, which often swim on their side or upside down while feeding, suggests that
what vision they have is stereoscopic forward and upward. By comparison, the bot-
tlenose dolphin has extremely keen vision in water. Judging from the way it watches
and tracks airborne flying fish, it can apparently see fairly well through the air—water
interface as well. And although preliminary experimental evidence suggests that their
in-air vision is poor, the accuracy with which dolphins leap high to take small fish out
of a trainer’s hand provides anecdotal evidence to the contrary.

Such variation can no doubt be explained with reference to the habitats in which indi-
vidual species have developed. For example, vision is obviously more useful to species
inhabiting clear open waters than to those living in turbid rivers and flooded plains. The
South American boutu and Chinese beiji, for instance, appear to have very limited
vision, and the Indian susus are blind, their eyes reduced to slits that probably allow
them to sense only the direction and intensity of light.

Although the senses of taste and smell appear to have deteriorated, and vision in
water appears to be uncertain, such weaknesses are more than compensated for by
cetaceans’ well-developed acoustic sense. Most species are highly vocal, although
they vary in the range of sounds they produce, and many forage for food using echolo-
cation. Large baleen whales primarily use the lower frequencies and are often limited
in their repertoire. Notable exceptions are the nearly song-like choruses of bowhead
whales in summer and the complex, haunting utterances of the humpback whales.
Toothed species in general employ more of the frequency spectrum, and produce a
wider variety of sounds, than baleen species (though the sperm whale apparently pro-
duces a monotonous series of high-energy clicks and little else). Some of the more
complicated sounds are clearly communicative, although what role they may play in
the social life and ‘culture’ of cetaceans has been more the subject of wild specula-
tion than of solid science.

Visual Symbols and the Blind

From a number of recent studies, it has become clear that blind people can appreciate
the use of outlines and perspectives to describe the arrangement of objects and other
surfaces in space. But pictures are more than literal representations.

This fact was drawn to my attention dramatically when a blind

woman in one of my investigations decided on her own initiative to

draw a wheel as it was spinning. To show this motion, she traced a

curve inside the circle (Fig. 7). | was taken aback. Lines of motion,

such as the one she used, are a very recent invention in the history

of illustration. Indeed, as art scholar David Kunzle notes, Wilhelm

Busch, a trend-setting nineteenth-century cartoonist, used virtually

no motion lines in his popular figures until about 1877. Fig. 1

When | asked several other blind study subjects to draw a spinning wheel, one partic-
ularly clever rendition appeared repeatedly: several subjects showed the wheel’s
spokes as curved lines. When asked about these curves, they all described them as
metaphorical ways of suggesting motion. Majority rule would argue that this device
somehow indicated motion very well. But was it a better indicator than, say, broken
or wavy lines — or any other kind of line, for that matter? The answer was not clear. So
| decided to test whether various lines of motion were apt ways of showing movement
or if they were merely idiosyncratic marks. Moreover, | wanted to discover whether
there were differences in how the blind and the sighted interpreted lines of motion.

To search out these answers, | created raised-line drawings of five different wheels,
depicting spokes with lines that curved, bent, waved, dashed and extended beyond
the perimeter of the wheel. | then asked eighteen blind volunteers to feel the wheels
and assign one of the following motions to each wheel: wobbling, spinning fast, spin-
ning steadily, jerking or braking. My control group consisted of eighteen sighted
undergraduates from the University of Toronto.

All but one of the blind subjects assigned distinctive motions to each wheel. Most
guessed that the curved spokes indicated that the wheel was spinning steadily; the
wavy spokes, they thought, suggested that the wheel was wobbling; and the bent
spokes were taken as a sign that the wheel was jerking. Subjects assumed that spokes
extending beyond the wheel'’s perimeter signified that the wheel had its brakes on and
that dashed spokes indicated the wheel was spinning quickly.
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In addition, the favoured description for the sighted was the favoured description for
the blind in every instance. What is more, the consensus among the sighted was barely
higher than that among the blind. Because motion devices are unfamiliar to the blind,
the task | gave them involved some problem solving. Evidently, however, the blind not
only figured out meanings for each line of motion, but as a group they generally came
up with the same meaning at least as frequently as did sighted subjects.

Many minority languages are on the danger list

In the Native American Navajo nation,
which sprawls across four states in
the American south-west, the native
language is dying. Most of its speakers
are middle-aged or elderly Although
many students take classes in Navajo,
the schools are run in English. Street
signs, supermarket goods and even
their own newspaper are all in
English, Not surprisingly, linguists
doubt that any native speakers of
Navajo will remain in a hundred years’
time.

Navajo is far from alone. Half the
world’s 6,800 languages are likely to
vanish within two generations — that's
one language lost every ten days. Never
before has the planet’s linguistic diver-
sity shrunk at such a pace. ‘At the
moment, we are heading for about
three or four languages dominating the
world,’ says Mark Pagel, an evolution-
ary biologist at the University of
Reading. ‘It's a mass extinction, and
whether we will ever rebound from the
loss is difficult to know.’

Isolation breeds linguistic diversity:
as a result, the world is peppered with
languages spoken by only a few people.
Only 250 languages have more than a

9

million speakers, and at least 3,000
have fewer than 2,500. It is not neces-
sarily these small languages that are

about to disappear. Navajo is consid-

ered endangered despite having 150,000
speakers. What makes a language
endangered is not just the number of
speakers, but how old they are. If itis
spoken by children it is relatively safe.
The criticaily endangered languages
are those that are only spoken by the
elderly, according to Michael Krauss,
director of the Alassk Native
Language Center, in Fairbanks.

Why do people reject the language of
their parents? It begins with a crisis of
confidence, when a small community
finds itself alpngside a larger, wealth-
ier society, says Nicholas Ostler, of
Britain’s Foundation for Endangered
Languages, in Bath. ‘People lose faith
in their cuwlture,” he says. ‘When the
next generation reaches their teens,
they might not want to be jinduced into
the old traditions.’

The change is not always voluntary
Quite often, governments try to kill oft
aminority language by banning its use
in public or discouraging its use in
schools, all to promote national unity
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The former US policy of running
Indian reservation schools in English,
for example, effectively put languages
such as Navajo on the danger list. But
Salikoko Mufwene, who chairs the
Linguistics department at the
University of Chicago, argues that the
deadliest weapon is not government
policy but economic globalisation.
‘Native Americans have not lost pride
in their language, but they have had to
adapt to socio-economic pressures,’ he
says. 'They cannot refuse to speak

English if most commercial activity is

in English.' But are languages worth
saving? At the very least, there is a Inss

of data for the study of languages and

their evolution, which relies on com-
parisons between languages, both
living and dead. When an unwritten
and unrecorded language disappears,
it is lost to science,

Language is alsc.intimately bound
up with culture, 50 it may be difficult to
| preserve one without the other, ‘If a
person shifts from Navajo to English,
they lose something,’ Mufwene says.
‘Moreover, the loss of diversity mayv
also deprive us of different ways of
looking at the world,’ says Pagel. There
is mounting evidence that learning 2
language produces physiological
changes in the brain. ‘Your brain and
mine are different from the brain of
someone who speaks French, for
instance,’ Pagel says, and this could
affect our thoughts and perceptions.
‘The patterns and connections we
make among various concepts may be
structured by the linguistic habits of
our community”

So despite linguists’ best efforts,
-many languages will disappear over
the next century. But a growing inter-
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est in cultural identity may prevent the
direst predictions from coming true.
‘The key to fostering diversity is for
people to learn their ancestral tongue,
as well as the dominant language,’ says
Doug Whalen, founder and president of
the Endangered Language Fund in
New Haven, Connecticut. ‘Most of
these languages will not survive
without a large degree of bilingual-
ism,’ he says. In New Zealand, classes
for children have slowed the erosion
of Maori and rekindled interest in
the language. A similar approach in
Hawaii- has  produced about 8,000
new  speakers of Polynesian lan-
guages in the past few years. In
California, ‘apprentice’ programmes
have provided life support to several
indigenous languages. Volynteer
‘apprentices’ pair up with one of the
last living speakers of a Native
American tongue to learn a traditional
skill such as basket weaving, with
instruction exclusively in the endan-
gered language. After about 300 hours
of training they are generally suffi-
ciently fluent to transmit the language
to the next generation. But Mufwene
says that preventing a language dying
out is not the same as giving it new life
by using it every day. ‘Preserving a lan-
guage Is more like preserving fruits in
ajar,” he says.

However, preservation can bring a
language back from the dead. There
are examples of languages that have
survived in written form and then been
revived by later generations. But a
written form is essential for this, so the
mere possibility of revival has led
many speakers of endangered lan-
guages to develop systems of writing
where none existed before,

BUSINESS

Does play help develop bigger, better brains?
Bryant Furlow invesrigates

A Playing is 2 serious business. Children engrossed in a make-believe world, fox cubs play-fight-
ing or kirtens teasing a ball of sming aren't just having fun. Play may look like a carefree and
exuberant way to pass the tme before the hard work of adulthood comes along, but thare’s
much maore 10 it than rhar. For a start, play can even cost animals their lives. Eighty per cent
of deaths among juvenile fur seals occur because playing pups fail to spot predators appreach-
ing. Ir is also exrremely expensive in terms of energy. Playful young animals use around two

~ or three per cent of their energy cavorting, and in children that figure can be closer to fifieen
per cent. ‘Even two or three per cent is huge,' says John Byers of ldaho Universicy. “You just
don’t find animals wasting energy like that,’ he adds. There must be a reason.

B Butifplay is not »imply a developmental hiccup, as biologists once thought, why did it evolve?
The latest idea suggests thar play has evolved to build big brains. In other words, playing
makes you intelligent. Playfulness, it seems, is common only among mammals, although a
few of the larger-brained birds also indulge. Anirnals ar play often use unique signs - tail-
wagging in dogs, for example - to indicate that activity superficially resembling adult behav-
iour is not reslly in earnest. A popular explanation of play has been that ir helps juveniles
develop the skills they will need to hunt, mate and socialise as adulrs. Another has been that
it allows young animzls to getin shape for adult life by improving their respiratory endurance.
Both these ideas have heen questioned in recent yeass.

C Take the exercise theory. If play evolved to build muscle ¢r as a kind of endurance training,
then you would sxpeact to see permanent benefits. Rut Byers points out that the benefits of
increased exercise disappear rapidly after training stops, so any improvement in endurance
resulting from juvenile play would be lost by adulihood. ‘If the function of play was to get
into shape, says Byers, ‘the optimum time for plaving would depend on when it was most
adventageous for the voung of a particular specizs to do so. But it doesn’t work like that/
Across spacies, play tends to peak about halfway dirough the suckling stage and then decline.

D Then there’s the skills-rraining hypothesis. At first glance, playing animals do appear to he
practising the complex manoeuvres they will need in adultheed. But a cleser inspection
reveals this inrerpreration as roo simplistic. In one study, behavioural ecologist Tim Caro,
from the University of Californiz, looked at the predatory play of kittens and their predatory

behavieur when they reached adulthood. He found that the way the cats played had no sig-
rificant effect on their hunting prowess in later life.

Earlier this year, Sergio Pellis of Lethbridge University, Canada, reported that there is a
srrong positive link between brain size and playfulness among mammals in general.
Comparing measuremants for fifteen orders of mammal, he and his team found larger brains
(for a given body size) are Jinked to greater playfulness. The converse was also found to be
true. Robert Barton of Durham University believes thar, because large brains are more sen-
sitive to developmental stimuli than smaller brains, they require more play to help mould
them for adulthood. ‘I concluded it's to do with learning, and with the importznce of envi-
ronmental dara fo the brain during development,’ he says.

¥ According to Byers, the timing of the playfu! stage in young animals provides an important
clue to what's going on. If you plot the amount of time a juvenile devotes to play each day
over the course of its development, you discover a pattern typically associated with a ‘sensi-
tve period’ — a brief development window during which the brain can acrually be modified
in ways that are not possible earlier or later in life. Think of the relative ease with which young
children — but not infants or adults ~ absorb language. Other researchers have found that play
in cats, rats and mice is at its most intense just as this ‘window of opportunity’ reaches its
peak.

G ‘People have not paid enough artention to the amount of the brain activated by play,’ says
Marc Bekoff from Colorado University. Bekoff studied coyote pups ar play and found that
the kind of behaviour invelved was markedly more variable and unpredictable than that of
adults. Such behaviour activates many different parts of the brain, he reasons. Bekof likens
it to a behavioural kaleidoscope, with animals ar play jumping rapidly betwean activides.
‘They use behaviour from a lot of different contexts — predation, aggression, reproduction,
he says. “Their developing brain is gerdng all sorts of stimulation.”

H Not only 1s more of the brain involved in play than was suspected, but it also seems to ac-
vare higher cognitive processes. ‘There’s enormous cognitive involvement in play,’ says
Bekoff. He points cut that play often involves complex assessments of playmates, ideas of rec-
iprocity and the use of specialised signals and rules. He believes that play creates a brain that
hag greater behavioural flexibility and improved potendal for learning later in life. The idea
is backed up by the work of Stephen Siviy of Gettysburg College. Siviy studied how boutsof .
play affected the brain’s levels of a particular chemical associated with the stimulation and
growth of nerve cells. He was surprised by the extent of the activation. ‘Play just lights every-
thing up,’ he says. By aliowing link-ups between brain areas rhat might not normally com-
municate with each other, play may enhance creativity.

I What might further experimentation suggest about the way children are raised in many soci-
eties today? We already know that rat pups denied the chance 1o play grow smaller brain com-
ponents and fail to develop the ability to apply social rules when thev interact with their peers.
With schooling beginning earlier and becoming increasingly exam-orientated, play is likely
to get even less of a look-in. Who knows what the result of that will be?

Although small-scale business training and credit programs have bacome more common throughaout the
world, refatively little attention has been paid to the need to direct such opportunities to young peopie.
Even less attention has been paid to children fiving on the street or in difficult circumstances.

Over the past nine years, Street Kids international (S.K.1.} has been working with partner organisations
in Africa, Latin America and India to support the economic lives of street children. The purpose of this
paper is to share some of the lessons 8.K.\. and our partners have learned.

Typically, children da not end up on the streets due to a single cause, but {o a combination of factors: a
dearth of adequately fundéd schools, the demand for income at homs, family breakdown and violence.

Volcanoes —
earth-shattering
news

When Mount Pinatubo suddenly erupted on 9 June 1991, the power of voicanoes
past and present again hit the headiines '

A Volcanoes are the ultimate earth-moving machinery. A violent eruption can blow
the top few kilometres off o mountain, scatter fine ash practically all over the globe
and hutl rock fragments inio the stratosphere to darken the skies @ continent away.

- But the classic eruption — cone-shaped mountain, bi% bang, mushroom cloud and
surges of molten lova — is only o tiny part of o global story. Vulcanism, the name-
_given to volcanic pracesses, really has shaped the world. Eruptions hove rifted con-
Kinents, raised mountain chains, consiructed islands and shoped the topography of
the earth. The enfire ocean floor has o basement of voleanic basalt.

Volcanoes have not only made the continents, they are also thought to have
made the world’s first stable atmosphera and provided all the water for the oceans,
rivers and icecaps. There are now about 600 acfive volcanoes. Every yeor they
add two or three cubic kilometres of rock to the continents. Imagine a similar
number of volcanoes smoking away for the last 3,500 million years. That is encugh
rock to explain the continental crust. :

What comes out of volcanic craters is mostty gas. Mere than 0% of this gas is
water vapour from the deep earth: enough to explain, over 3,500 million years,
the waler in the oceans. The rest of the gas is nifrogen, carbon dioxide, sulphur
dioxide, methane, ammonia and hydrogen. The tiuantity of these goses, again muk
tiplied aver 3,500 millien years, is enough to explain the mass of the world’s atmos-
pﬁere. We are alive because volcances provided the soil, air and water we need.

B Geologisis consider the earth as having a molten core, surrounded by a semi-molten
mantle and o britile, outer skin. It helps to think of a softboiled egg with a runny
yolk, a firm but squishy white and o hard shell. If the shell is even slightly cracked
during boiling, the white material bubbles out and sets like a tiny mountain chain
over the crocgk-- like on archipelogo of voleanic islands such as the Hawaiion
Islands. But the earth is so much bigger and the montle below is so much hotter.

Even though the mantle rocks are kept solid by overlying pressure, they can still
slowly “flow’ like thick treacle. The flow, thought to be in the ;c):rm of convection cur-
rents, is powerful encugh to fracture the ‘eggshell’ of the crust into plates, and keep
them bumping and grinding against each oﬂner, or aven overlapping, at the rate of
o few centimetres a year. These fracture zones, where the collisions occur, are
where earthquakes happen. And, very often, volcanoes.

€ These zones are lines of weakness, or hot spots. Every eruption is different, but put
at its simplest, where there are wecknesses, rocks deep in the mantle, heated to
1,350°C, will start to expand and rise. As they do so, the pressure drops, and they
expand and become liquid and rise more switly.

Sometimes it is slow: vast bubbles of magma ~ molten rock from the mantle —
inch towards the surface, coaling slowly, to show through os granite exirusions {as
on Skye, or the Great Whin.Sill, the lava dyke squeezed out like toothpaste that
carries part of Hadrian’s Wall in northern Englond). Sometimes - as in Northern
ireland, Waoles and the Karoo in South Africa — the magma rose faster, and then
flowed out horizontally on to the surface in vast thick sheets. In the Deccan plateau
in western Indio, there are more than two millien cubic kilometres of lava, some of
it 2,400 metres thick, formed over 500,000 years of slurping eruption.

Sometimes the magma moves very swiftly indeed. It does not have time to cool
as it surges upwards. The gases trapped inside the boiling rock expand suddenly,
the lava glows with heat, it begins to froth, and it explodes with fremendous force.
Then the slightly cooler lava following it begins fo flow over the lip of the crater. It
happens on Mars, it happened on the moon, it even happens on some of the moons
of Jupiter and Uranus. By studying the evidence, vulcanologists can read the force
of the great blasts of the post. Is the pumice light and full of holes? The explosion
was fremendous. Are the rocks heavy, with huge crysiolline basalt shapes, like the
Giant's Couseway in Northern Ireland? It was a slow, gentle eruption,

The biggest eruptians are deep on the mid-ocean floor, where new lava is forcing
the continents apart and widening the Atlantic by perhaps five centimetres a year.

" look at maps ofpvolcanoes, earthquakes and island chains like the Philippines and
Japan, ancryou can see the rough outlines of what are called tectonic plates - the
plates which make up the earth’s crust and mantle. The most dramatic of these is
the Pacific 'ring of fire’ where there have been the most viclent explosions — Mount
Pinatubo near Manila, Mount St Helen's in the Rockies and El Chichén in Mexico
abouta decads ago, not to mention world-shaking blasts like Krakatoa in the Sunda
Straits in 1883, :

D But volcances are not very predictable. Thot is because geological time is not like
human time. During quiet periods, volcanoes cap themselves with their own lava
by forming a powerful core from the molten rocks slopping over the rim of the
crater; later the lava cools slowly into o huge, hard, stable p?ug which blocks any
further eruption until the pressure below becomes irresistible. In the cose of Mount
Pinatubao, this tock 600 years.

Then, sometimes, with only a small warning, the mountain blows its top. it did this
at Mont Pelée in Martinique at 7.49 a.m. on 8 May, 1902. Of a town of 28,000,
only two people survived. In 1815, a sudden blast removed the top 1,280 metres
of Mount Tambora in Indonesia. The eruption was so fierce that dust thrown into the
stratosphere dorkened the skies, canceliing the following summer in Europe and
North America. Thousands starved as the harvests fcilei after snow in June ond
frosts in August. Volconoes are potentially world news, especially the quiet ones.

Many procedures are available for obtaining
data about a language. They range from a
carefully planned, intensive fleld investiga-
tion in a foreign country to & casual intro-
spection about one's mother tongue caried

" out In an armchair at home.

In all cases, someone has to act as a source

of language data - an informant. Informants _

are (ideally) native speakers of a language,
who provide utterances for analysis and
other kinds of information about the lan-

quage {(e.9. translations, comments about

correctness, of judgements on usage), Often,
when studying their mother tongue, (inguists
act as their own informants, judging the
ambiguity, acceptability, or other properties
of utterances against thelr own intuitions. The
convenience of this approach makes it
widely used, and it is considered the narm in
the generative approach to linguistics. But a
linguists personal judgements are often
uncertain, or disagree with the judgernents of
other linguists, at which point recourse is
needed 0 more objective methods of
enquiry, using non-linquists as informants,

The latter procedure is unavoidable when
working on foreign languages, or child
speech.

Many factors must be considered when
selecting informants — ‘whether one is
warking with single speskers (a common sit-
uation when languages have not been
described befare), two people interacting,
small groups or large-scale samples. Age,
sex, social background and other aspects of
identity -are important, 8s these factors are
known to influence the kind of language
used. The topic of conversation and the char-
acteristics of the social setting (e.q. the level
of formality) are also highly relevant, as are
the personal guaiities of the informants (..
their fluency and censistency). For larger
studies, scrupulous attention has been paid
to the sampling theory employed, and in al!
cases, decisions have 1o be made about the
best investigative techniques to use.

Today, researchers often tape-record infor-
mants. This enables the linguist’s claims about
the fanguage to be checked, and provides a




way of making those claims more accurate
Cdifficult’ pieces of speech can be listened
to repeatediy). But obtaining naturalistic,
good-quality data is never easy. People talk
abnormally when they know they are being
recorded, and sound quality can be poor. A
variety of tape-recording procedures have
thus been devised to minimise the ‘oloserver's
paradox’ (how to observe the way people
behave when they are not being cbserved).
Some recordings are made without the
speakers being aware of the fact - a proce-
dure that obtains very natural data, though
ethical objections must be anticipated.
Altematively, attempts can be madle to make
the speaker forget about the recording, such
as keezping the tape recorder out of sight, or
using radio microphones. A useful technique
is to introduce a topic that quickly involves
the speaker, and stimulates & natural language
style (e.g. asking older informants abbout how
times have changed in their Jocality).

An sudio tape recording does not solve all
the linguist’s problems, however. Speech is
often unclear and ambiguous. Where possi-
ble, therefore, the recording has to be sup-
plemented by the observers written
comments on the non-verbal behaviour of
the participants, and atbout the context in
general. A facial expression, for example, can
dramatically alter the meaning of what is-said.

Video recordings avoid these problems toa

large extent, but even they have limitations
(the camera camnot be everywhere), and
transeriptions akways benefit from any addi-
tional commentary provided by an cbserver.

Linguists also make great use of structured
sessions, in which they systematically ask
their informants for utterances that describe
certain actions, chjects or behaviours. With a
bilingual informant, or through use of an inter-
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Reading

preter, it is possible to use transiation tech-
nigues ('How do you say table in your lan-
quage?). A large number of points can be
covered in a short time, using interview work-
sheets and questionnaires. Often, the
researcher wishes to obtain information
about just & single variable, in which case a
restricted set of questions may be used: a
particular feature of pronunciation, for
example, can be elicited by asking the infor-
mant to say a restricted set of waords. There
are aiso several direct methods of elicitation,

such es asking informants to fill in the blanks |

in a substitution frame (e.g. /___ see a carn),
or feeding them the wrong stimulus for cor-
rection (ls it possible to say [ no can see?).

A repraenfative sample of language, com-
piled for the purpose of linguistic analysis, is
known as a corpus. A corpus enables the lin-

guist to make unbiased statements about fre- -

quency of usage, and it provides accessible
data for the use of different researchers. Its
range and size are variable. Some corpors
attempt to cover the language as a whole,
taking extracts from many kings of text; others
are extremely selective, providing a coliec-
tion of material that deals only with a particu-
lar linguistic feature. The size of the compus
depends on practical factors, suchasthe time
available to collect, process and store the
clata: it can take up to several hours to provide
an accurate transcription of a few minutes of
speech, Sometimes a small sample of data
will be enough to decide a linguistic ypoth-
esis; by contrast, corpora in major research
projects can total millions of words. An
important principte is that all corpora, what-
ever their size, are inevitably fimited in their
coverage, and always need to be supple-

mented by data derived from the intuitions of-

native speakers of the language, through
gither introspection or experimentation.

Tne rich mixture of danger and detective work has
also made it the perfect vehicle for fiction writers and film-makers, from Agatha Christie with
Murder in Mesopotamia to Stephen Spielberg with Indiana Jones. However far from reality such
portrayals are, they capture the essential truth that archaeology is an exciting quest- the quest for
knowledge about ourselves and our past. DR

But how does archaeology relate to disciplines such as anthropology and history, that are also
concerned with the human story? Is archaeology itse!f a science? And what are the responsibili-
ties of the archaeologist in today's world?

Anthropology, at its broadest, is the stucly of humanity — our physical characteristics as animals
and our unique non-biclogical characteristics that we call culture. Culture in this sense includes
what the anthropologist, Edward Tylor, summerised in 1871 as ‘knowledge, belief, art, morals,
custom and any other capabilities and habits accauired by man as a member cof society’.
Anthropologists also use the term ‘culture’ in 8 more restricted sense when they refer to the
‘culture’ of a partic logica!l characteristics unique to that society,
which distinguis m other societies. Anthro Y Is thus a broad discipline — so broad that
it is generally brokzn down into three smaller disciolines: piysical anthropolegy, cultural anthro-
polosy and archacolagy.
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Reading

Physical anthropology, or biological anthropology as itis also called, concerns the study of human
biological or physical characteristics and how they evolved. Cultural anthropology — or social
anthropology — analyses human culture and society. Two of its branches are ethnography (the

study at first hand of individual iiving cultures) and ethnology (which sets out to compare ¢ cultures
using ethnographic evidence to derive general principles about human society).

Archazology is the 'past tense of cultural anthropology’. Whereas cultural anthropoiogists will
often base their conclusions on the experience of living within contemporary communities,
archaeologists study past societies primarily through their material remains - the buildings, tools,
and other artefacts that constitute what is known as the material culture left over from former soci-
eties.

Nevertheless, one of the most important tasks for the archaeologist today is to know how to inter-
pret material culture in human terms. How were those pots used? Why are some dwellings round
and others square? Here the methods of archaeology and ethnography overlap. Archaeologists
in recent decades have developed emnoarchaeology' where, |ike ethnographers, they live
among contemporary communities, but with the specific purpose of leaming how such societies
use material culture how they make their. too!s and*mapons why they build their settlements
where they do and so ‘on.

The Problem of
Scarce Resources

Section A

The problem of how health-care resources should be allocated or apportioned, so that
they are distributed in bath the most just and most efficient way, is not a new one.
Every health system in an economically developed society is faced with the need to
decide (either formally or informally) what proportion of the community’s total
resources should be spent on health-care; how resources are to be apportioned; what
diseases and disabilities and which forms of reatment are to be given priority; which
members of the community are to be given special consideration in respect of their
health needs; and which forms of weatment are the most cost-effective,

Section B

What is new is that, from the 1950s onwards, there have been certain general changes
in outlook about the finitude of resources as a whole and of health-care resources in
particular, as well as more specific changes regarding the clientele of health-care
resources and the cost to the community of those resources. Thus, in the 1950s and
1960s, there emerged an awareness in Western societies that resources for the provi-
sion of fossil fuel energy were finite and exhaustible and that the capacity of nature
or the environment to sustain economic development and population was also finite.
In other words, we became aware of the obvious fact that there were ‘limits to
growth’. The new consciousness that there were also severe limits to health-care
resources was part of this general revelation of the obvious. Looking back, it now
seerns quite incredible thar in the national health systems that emerged in many coun-
tries in the years immediately after the 193945 World War, it was assumed without
question that all the basic health needs of any cormmunirty could be satisfied, at least
in principle; the ‘invisible hand’ of economic progress would provide. '

Section C

However, .at exactly the same time as this new realisation of the finite character of
health-care resources was sinking in, an awareness of a contrary kind - was developing
in Western societies: that people have a basic right to health-care as a necessary con-
dition of a proper human life. Like education, political and legal processes and insti-
tutions, public order, communication, ransport and money supply, health-care came
to be seen as one of the fundamental social facilities necessary for people to exercise
