Akhsikent, described by archaeologists as "Fergana's Afrosiyob”,
was one of the cities on the Great Silk Road.

Therefore, its archaeological study is also important for world
history. In Uzbekistan, the process of strengthening its independence is
going on, taking its rightful place in the world community in the political,
legal, socio-economic, spiritual and educational spheres, radical changes
in people's thinking, the formation of a new stage of national ideas and
national ideology.

The ruins of the ancient city, called Akhsi, Akhsikat or Akhsikent,
today lie between the villages of Shahand and Gulkishlak in the
Turakurgan district, in the form of hills, north of the Syrdarya. This Old
Akhsi settlement is the largest archeological monument in the Fergana
Valley, covering about 70 hectares. Archaeologists who have excavated
the site have relied on material evidence and the oldest Chinese written
sources to date the city to the 3rd century BC. The city was completely
destroyed by the 1621 earthquake. Akhsikent has served as the capital of
the Fergana Valley for many periods of history. The first definite
information about Fergana can be found in the report of the Chinese
diplomat Zhang Qian, who was here in 128-127 BC, to the emperor U-Di
in 126 BC. Historical works such as Sima Tsyan's "Shi Tzu" and Ban Gu’s
"Hou Han Shu” based on the notes left by Zhang Qian and subsequent
ambassadors can also give information about Akhsikent. It is important
with the information given about the role of Akhsikent in the socio-
economic and political life of Fergana.

Sima Tsyan, the author of Shi Tzi, wrote that there were 70 cities in
Fergana. The source mentions the capital as "Yuan" and the Fergana state

as "Dayuan". The toponym "Dayuan" consists of 2 hieroglyphs ("day" and
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"yuan"), while "day” means big, and "yuan" means a place surrounded by
a mountain or wall. It is worth noting that in ancient times, Chinese

historians translated the names of places in other countries into Chinese

and then included them in the source. Therefore, when the Chinese

historian wrote about the state of Fergana, he used 2 hieroglyphs to
distinguish it from the capital. Therefore, if there is a hieroglyph "Yuan"
in the sources, and the city of Fergana, two hieroglyphs such as "Day” and
"Yuan'*, then there is a reference to the state of Fergana.

It is known that Akhsikent, like other large cities of Turkestan,
consisted of a fortress, a shahristan (inner city) and a rabot (outer city).
In ancient times, the city had four gates, and in some sources five gates,
which were called Bob Bujayr, Bob al-Markasha, Bob Kasan, Bob al-Jome,
and Rohoba* Until the ninth century, the shahristan was surrounded by a
defensive wall and reached a thickness of 5-10 meters and a height of 20
meters. The famous traveler and scholar Yaqut Hamawi (1179-1229) in
his work "Mu’'jam al-buldon" quotes al-Istahri about Fergana and writes:
"If you go up to a big fortress in the middle of the city and look around
Fergana, you will see a landscape that looks like a map drawn on paper or
a color photo. The capital of this country is Akhsikat Akhsikat is a great
city on the Fergana side, located in a beautiful valley on the banks of the
river Sayhun (Syrdarya). It is a magnificent and strong city with a huge

defensive fortification."

A comparative study of archeological materials with Chinese

sources revealed the location of the city of Fergana (Yuan), the capital of
the Fergana state. The capital of Fergana (Yuan), where the Chinese
ambassador Zhang Qian was seen, is located on the territory of the Old
Akhsi (Akhsikent) monument This is evidenced by the defensive

fortifications found in the monument, which date back to the end of the Il
century BC - the first half of the I century.
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Fair and objective coverage of history, restoration of national
traditions, study of cultural and enlightenment heritage play an
important role in the formation of the ideology of the society.

The spiritual and moral values created by Zoroastrianism,
Buddhism, Islam and other religions, which have been practiced in
Uzbekistan for thousands of years, are embodied in the cultural heritage
of the Uzbek people. It embodies the knowledge and potential of such
great thinkers as the world famous, Imam al-Bukhari, al-Termizi,
Nagshbandi, Ahmad Yassavi, Farobi, Beruni, Abu Ali ibn Sino, Mirzo
Ulugbek, Alisher Navoi, Babarahim Mashrab. This heritage reflects the
state and political experience of Amir Temur and Babur, huge
architectural monuments, music, works of fine and applied arts, folk
customs and traditions.

Along with the magnificent achievements and examples of
architecture, along with palaces, shops and caravanserais, in particular,
many mosques and madrasahs began to be built Near the mosques there
are magnificent minarets, khanagahs, mausoleums on the graves of
scholars and saints. Due to the large number of visitors to such places,
special rooms were built As a result of the improvement of the economic
situation and the growing importance of cities, there is a growing
demand for high-quality houses instead of buildings built mainly of mud
and raw bricks until the ninth century.

In order to increase the attention paid to it, on August 30, 2001 the Oliy
Majlis (parliament) of the Republic of Uzbekistan approved the Law of
the Republic of Uzbekistan "On protection and use of cultural heritage
sites" and in 2009 the Law of the Oliy Majlis of the Republic of Uzbekistan
"On protection of cultural heritage sites”. The decision was made in the
district "On the establishment of a memorial complex for the protection
and study of the object of archeological heritage-Akhsikent". In order to
preserve the complex and effectively carry out its activities, the
Directorate for the Protection and Research of the Archaeological
Heritage Site "Ahsikent" in the form of a state unitary enterprise was

established under the regional administration.

A number of measures have been taken in the region to implement

laws and regulations in this area. In particular, the collection of

archeological monuments of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
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Mirziyoyev Shavkat set the task of studying manuscript sources on a
scientific basis and passing them on to future generations.

In response, the existing architectural and archeological
monuments in our region are being restored and studied. Writing works
that provide information about the creators of these structures, the
symbols of our land is also amodem requirement

L TOPONYMY OF THE CITY OF AKSIKENT

Akhsikent is one of the cities in the history of the Fergana Valley,
which has a special place in the life of the peoples of the whole Turkestan
region.

From this place in the past many world rulers, scientists and
fiizalas grew up, of course, they have their place in history.

Today, the masterpieces of Akhsikent scholars are kept in the funds
of world-famous libraries and museums. Studying them and enjoying the
scientific, enlightenment and spiritual heritage of our ancestors is one of
our honorable tasks.

Archaeologists who have excavated the site have relied on material
evidence and the oldest written Chinese sources to suggest that the city
dates back to the 3rd century BC.

Necessary raw materials required for the development of all areas
of handicrafts and applied arts, namely clay soil, various plants for the
preparation of colors, cotton, cocoons, leather, quartz sand, dalamite,
pigmatite, feldspar, kaolin, tin, copper, silver, gold, iron, and other ores
were present in and around Axsikent The sale of products produced in
the Fergana Valley became world famous not only in Movarounnahr, but
also through the Great Silk Road.

Despite their different languages and religious beliefs, the peoples
of Central Asia, including Fergana, lived side by side in peace. This in turn
led to economic growth. At the end of the VIII century and the beginning
of the IX century the city of Akhsikent was called "'Fergana™ in the Arabic
chronicles (in Sogdian documents it was called ‘Fraganik™). That is, the
capital city, the valley, and the state had the same name. The
encyclopedic scholar Abu Ja'far at-Tabari (839-923), one of the first Arab
chronicles, wrote In his book ""History of the Prophet and the Kingdom™,
that is, “History of the Prophets and Kings': 5 cities in the Fergana Valley:
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Khojand, Kasan, Bob, Qubo and Fergana were mentioned. Ibn
Khurdadbeh's Kitab al-Masalik ul-Mamalik (Book of Roads and
Countries), written in 846 AD, summarizes the distance between the
countries, cities and countries under the Arab Caliphate and the roads to
them, the amount of taxes and fines levied on the population. There is
especially valuable information about the general situation in Sogdia and
Fergana during the reigns of the Samanids Noah ibn Asad (died 842) and
Ahmad ibn Asad (819-864), the Turkic peoples living in Movarounnahr
and Fergana in the IXcentury.

In the Middle Ages, a number of large and small cities were built in
the Fergana Valley, where various fields of science were successfully
developed. For example, Mugaddas (10th century) reported that there
were more than forty cities in the region. Abdulkarim Samani mentioned
nine cities, seven villages and one mahalla. These include the towns of
Akhsikat, Kasan, Margilan, Kuva, Osh, Uzgen, Khaylom, Kokand, Khojand,
Andukon, Gazak, Zarkan, Yadukhkat, Navgad, and Lomish.

Ibn Khurdodbeh wrote about the location of the city of Fergana
between the cities of Bob and Quba in the late eighth and early ninth
centuries, and pointed out its exact location. It is written that the distance
between the cities of Bob (Pop) and Fergana (Akhsikent) was 4 farsakhs
(1 farsakh - 7-8 kilometers), and from it to the city of Qubo (Quva) was 10
farsakhs. This means that the distance from Bob to Fergana is 32 km, and
the distance from Fergana to Quba is 80 km. The distance between the
present-day Pop and Old Akhsi monuments is 32-35 kilometers, and from
the Old Akhsi to the ruins of Kuva is 80-85 kilometers. From this it can be
concluded without hesitation that the city of ""Fergana' mentioned in the
work of Ibn Khurdodbeh was on the site of the present-day monument to
the Old Axis. Ibn Khurdadbeh also noted that it was ""53 farsakhs from

Samarkand to Fergana."
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From the second half of the ninth century, the city of Fergana began
to be called Akhsikat in Arabic sources. However, numismatic materials
testify that until the middle of the 11th century, the capital of Fergana
was called Fergana and Akhsikat by two names. Also, after the transfer of
political power in Asia from the Samanids to the Karakhanids, Uzgen
became known as the political capital of Fergana. However, the city of
Akhsikat has not lost its place in the political and socio-economic life of
the valley.

Central Asia, especially Fergana, is famous not only for its natural
beauty, but also for its great thinkers and inventors in trade, art,
architecture, astronomy, metallurgy, chemistry, hydromelioration,
religious science and secular sciences at the crossroads of the Great Silk
Road. Also, the city of Akhsikat has a special place as the mother of these
cities. Akhsikat (Akhsikent) went down in history in the Middle Ages as
one of the most beautiful cities in the valley and one of the scientific
centers of its time.

One of the important tasks is to find and study the life and scientific
heritage of our ancestors, who were educated in the scientific
environment of Akhsikent - Fergana, created in many fields of history,
literature, linguistics and Islamic sciences. For example, there is very
little information about the scientific heritage and life activities of
scientists who have named the cities of the Fergana Valley. Professors of
Namangan State University began to study and research the life of the
scholars, their lives, works and scientific heritage, who grew up in the
Aksikent department, through the study of ancient manuscript sources
for several years on the basis of primary sources - manuscripts. At the
same time, dozens of scholars whose scientific heritage has not been well
studied to date have been identified, such as Akhsikati,

Marginoni, Fergani, Uzgendi, Osh, Andijan and others.

In particular, this place was mentioned as
A in Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur’s "Bobumoma’™ and Mirza
Muhammad Haydar's ""Tarihi Rashidi*', the works of Muhammad Tahir bin
Abul Qasim, who personally witnessed the earthquake in Akhsikent in
Hijri 1030. Coins minted in Akhsikent during the reign of the Timurids
and Shaybanids also bear the words "minted in the city of Akhsi"*

Scholars have different interpretations of the meaning of the
toponymy of the term Axsi, Ahsikan, Axsikent

Some historians point out that the word Axis is derived from the
pure Turkic language. They attribute this to the fact that Akhsikent is
located on the banks of the Syrdarya, which is formed at the confluence of
the Naryn and Karadarya rivers, and that the ancient name of the Naryn
river is "Aksuv river”. Because in our country, rivers saturated with
springs are called "'Karasuv'’, and those that start from the mountains are
called "Aksuv", so it is more hydronomically correct to call the city "Aksuv
city, Aksuv village." Later, ""Aksuvkat” may have become Akhsikent The

word "'Kat" is interpreted to mean a fortress, a city in the ancient Turkic

language.
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Enlightened scholar Ishakhon lbrat, in his articles in the "Turkistan
Region Newspaper' and in his ""History of Fergana', listed 15 villages that
appeared 200 years after the Akhsikent earthquake in Hijri 1030.
Nowadays, among the people living around these villages, the word Axsi
is pronounced as "Oxsi”.

According to Arabic and Persian sources and other researchers, the

term Akhsikent, like the term for many cities in Movarounnahr, consists

of two parts: the first part is “Axsi" or "Axshi' (v*/» “Ixshi*’

and from "Xshi"* “(~~), and the second part is in the form of "kat" 04
and "kas" (E£), which are added to the term of a number of cities.
The following opinion can be expressed about the toponymy of

Akhsikent That is, the first component of the word Akhsikent is the

Sogdian words "Akhshiyz" and ""Xshiyz"* (~ 0, which means chief,

guide, master, possessor.

The second part is "kat" (") or "kas" (), which is also a Sogdian
word (sometimes in the form of "'gand" and "'kand'") meaning a city or a
village, a settlement In the works of Yaqut Hamawi and some other

historians, it comes in two senses - ""Amir nishiyn™ (t>*i
nishiyn™

and or ""Shah
N13), that is, "'the residence of the Emir or king (palace).

In ""Hudud ul Alam", this city was mentioned as the residence of the

Amir and the responsible officials. Abul Fido, in his ""Taqvim ul Buldon”,

cited Ulugbek Zijisi''s table and described Akhsikat as an ancient city on

the northern bank of the Syrdarya, a town of Fergana with a climate
length of 101° 20mand a width of 42° 25m

It is known that the origin of the Syrdarya is the modem Naryn

River (medieval historians and geographers call it Haylom, Khatlom,

Hayrlom). The ancient city of Aksikent, located on the north-right bank of

this great river, has been the capital of the Fergana Valley (climate) for
many periods of the history of our Motherland.

According to Chinese, Arab and Persian, as well as other medieval
sources, Akhsikent was the main city, the capital, during the Arab
invasion and during the Samanid period. Umarshaikh Mirzo from the
Temurids and Janibek Sultan Akhsikent from the Shaybanids made it
their capital.

Educated people came out from as leaders in science,
enlightenment, religious and secular sciences, in particular,
jurisprudence, method, mysticism, ethics, recitation, astronomy,
engineering and architecture, mathematics, chemistry, geology and
mineralogy, geography, literature, calligraphy, history and others. Even
Abu Rashad Ahsikati ((j-j A e -~0» nicknamed "'Dhu'l-Fazir (jj->
J— who was a historian, is the owner of virtues. He wrote poems in
Arabic praising Akhsikent

These verses are from the poetic style translations of orientalist

The city has administrative buildings such as arches, defensive

walls and towers, a mint a mosque, a chillaxona, madrasas, a library, an
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office, a bathroom, a system of underground and surface waterways,
swimming pools, markets and caravanserais, craftsmen; carpentry, wood
carving, pottery, coppersmithing, glassmaking, blacksmithing,
confectionery, textiles, and more. Also, the few kilometers of dark
gardens around the city, the high level of agriculture, trade, education,
production and other factors show how high the welfare, socio-economic
and political development of the population was at that time.

The details of the Aksi earthquake are described in the work
"Tarihi tabagat ut-TahiriMas follows: Thousands of people were left

stranded in the barracks. The fast lasted for six months before the fast
began2s.

Translation: In Hijri 1030, there was a strong earthquake in Fergana. At
that time, the capital of Fergana was Aksl. As a result, the land was
destroyed and several thousand people were left under the buildings. On the
first day, the quake reached 70 and lasted for six months. (Ishakhon Tora
Ibrat. History of Fergana.-Tashkent: Spirituality, 2005.-P.3.)
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Joseph Antoine Castane2, a French scholar who studied the Old
Axsi monument, gave the following account of the terrible consequences
of the earthquake: .. In Hijri 1030 (1620-1621 AD) such a catastrophe
occurred in the province of Aksi. There was such an earthquake that the
water from the Syrdarya flooded the fields on the banks of the river, and
the fish that had been swept away by the water jumped up and died. The
huge trees were uprooted and fell to the ground. Strong and frequent
earthquakes destroyed buildings, leaving many people trapped under
collapsed buildings. Many people's arms and legs were broken, and the
animals fled into the fields in fear. Among the pure believers who saw
these events, and among the common people, there was a presumption of
the “Day of Judgment™. Everyone repented of their sins and began to ask
the Almighty Lord to forgive them. The earthquake lasted like this for six
months. For example, on the first day, the earthquake went up to 70
times. Interestingly, the strongest earthquake was in the Aksi Fortress,
which was not felt in the surrounding villages. Even a farsakh (6-8 km]

away from the city, no sound was heard. The author of the work had seen

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these events with his own eyes. After that, the Turks3 were tortured to
death and the population was plundered3L

So the quake was terrifying inside the Akhsi Fortress, and less
severe on the outskirts. This is reflected in Ishakhan Ibrat's research. This

is also evidenced by the current state of archeological excavations.

II- SCHOLARS FROM FERGANA
World history is a biography ofgreat people
Thomas Carleyl

Aksikent had become a cultural center in its heyday, the cradle of
several great scholars. Great scholars in various fields of science:
literature, history, philosophy, geometry, theology, lived and worked in
the heart of Axsikent, and later spread their knowledge and intelligence
around the world. Some of them have left their glorious, bright, sacred
names in the treasury of science. For example, it is an honor to be proud
of the scientific, literary and historical heritage of such people as
Asuriddin Akhsikati, Abu Rashad al-Akhsikati and Zahiriddin Muhammad
Babur, and to speak of them with respect Therefore, it is both a duty and
an obligation for us to dwell briefly on these great thinkers.

There were a lot who were born in Akhsikent educated in his
madrasas, became a mature scholar, a noble man, and a number of
Akhsikats who took the ratio of Akhsikati and created their works in
different eastern countries. There are various accounts of about twenty
of them.

Through this book, we aim to inform the public about some of the

most famous scientists of the Akhsikati and Fergana Valley, their

scientific heritage.

ABUL QASIM MAHMUD IBN MUHAMMAD AS-SUFIAHSIKATIY
He was a scientist from Akhsikent He lived in the second half of the
eleventh century. In one of the Akhsikent madrassas, Abu Rashad and his
brother Abul Wafa taught the Akhsikat theology, literature and history.

Year of birth and death are unknown.
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ABU RASHOD AHSIKATIY

Ahmad al-Akhsikati (born Hijri 466,1074 AD, died Hijri 523,1134
AO). Nicknames and titles: Abu Rashad, Zulfazoil. Ahmad ibn Muhammad
ibn al-Qasim ibn Ahmad ibn Huzayya al-Akhsikati was a writer, poet,
calligrapher, historian, and a kind person.

He was born in Hijri 466, 1074 AD., in the city of Akhsikat, the
capital of Fergana. He was educated in Akhsikentby Abul Qasim Mahmud
ibn Muhammad as-Sufi. He then moved to Merv. He gained great fame
and prestige by living with her brother Abul Vafo in Merv.

Most of the nobles in Khorasan were educated by Ahmad al-
Akhsikati. He served as a monk in the Sultan's palace. Among the works
classified by the scholar are: Kitab fi-t-Tarikh (History of Abi Rashad, also
known as Abu Tarhad's History), a commentary on the book of Abdullah
al-Marri (979-1058) - "Sarhu divani sagati-z-zand”( a commentary on the
divan named "Zindiglik®' whis is also called ‘“az_zavoid”
"Additions”)."Kitab fi gavlihim kazaba alayka kazo"(“The bool about
words that were used when you were lied to"), “Divonu sher" (“Devon”).

Abu Rashad Akhsikati died suddenly on Thursday (April 23,1134
AD), the 26th of )Jumadus soniy month, Hijri 528.

ABUL VAFO AXSIKATIY

Abul Wafa Muhammad ibn al-Qasim al-Akhsikati (d. Hijri 520 /
1126 AD) was a talented historian, writer, linguist, and a gifted poet,
pious, gifted, and well-mannered. He classified many works, especially
books on history and its understanding, without any difficulty. He
listened to the hadith in Akhsikas. He was a brother of Abu Rashad
Akhsikati. He was also educated at the Akhsikent Madrasa by Abul Qasim
Mahmud ibn Muhammad as-Sufi. From his works: "At-Tarikh”

(""History™). He was nicknamed “Zul Manoqib™ (**Praiseworthy"]. He died
in the outskirts of Sahdon. Information about him came to us through the
works of Yaqut al-Hamawi’s ""Mu’jam al-Buldon' and Irshad ul-Aribila’s
"Ma'rifat il-adib™.

ASIRIDDIN AXSIKATIY

Asiriddin Akhsikati-Abdul Fazl Muhammad Tahir (1108/1110 AD,
Akhsikat 1196/1198, Khalkhol, Azerbaijan) is a famous Persian poet and
Uzbek poet He continued his studies in Akhsikat, then in Balkh, Herat,
and Marv, and mastered mathematics, medicine, chemistry, astrology,
astronomy, and philosophy.

As a result of the aggravation of the political situation, the crisis of
Sultan Sanjar’s reign, and the uprisings in Khorasan, Ajam he was forced
to go to Irag to see Arslan ibn Togrul (1160-1179) and Qizil Arslon
(1185-1191). He wrote the hymns ended with applause. During the reign
of Qizil Arslon, he rose to the rank of ""Maliki shuaro" (*'King of Poets”)
and "Amiri shuaro” (“Prince of Poets”). When the jealous lords, who did
not see this, accused Asiriddin Akhsikati of infidelity, Qizil Arslon
expelled the poet from the palace. Outraged by this, Asiriddin ridiculed
the courtiers, accusing them of hypocrisy. His next life was spent in
hardship and need.

His 8,000-byte divan, copied by Secretary Abdulmomin Ulvi in
1313, is in the India Office Libraryin London, and two of his manuscripts
are in India, Dushanbe and Berlin, and 11 in Iran.

Devonian poems consist of 120 verses, 220 ghazals, 80 continents,
80 rubais, 4 tarki-bands and tarjibands, 24 fards. In the poems of the
poet, the description of the beloved, the description of the seasons, the
description of the spirit of his condition, the admonitions took the main
place. He praised the qualities of humor and high generosity, humility,
and humanity. Most of the poems were dedicated to hymns, holiya
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(singing one's own state), spring, love, mourning, comedy, etiquette and

morality. Asiruddin Akhsikati spent 40 years of his life in western Iran,
Irag and southern Azerbaijan.

TAJUDDIN ABU BAKR AL-AHSIKATIAL-KHOJANDI

His full name is Tojuddin Abu Bakr bin Ahmad Al-Akhsikati al-
Khojandi, a jurist who lived in the late twelfth century and the first half of
the thirteenth century. He was bom in Akhsikent and later moved to
Khojand. That is why he also took the al-Khojandi ratio. Abu Bakr
Akhsikati wrote a collection of fatwas on the science of jurisprudence
called Fatwa Khojandi. Several copies of this work, which includes 54
books on Sharia, copied at the beginning of the 14th century, are now
kept in the Manuscripts Fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies of the

Uzbek Academy of Sciences under number 4832. He died in Hijri 644,
1247 AD.

SAYF1DDIN AXSIKATIY
Sayfiddin Akhsikati, one of the Akhsikent scholars who lived and
worked in the first half of the 16th century, is the author of Majma ut-
Tavorix (‘History Complex*®). Little is known about his life. In his work, he
described semi-mythical, semi-historical information about the Turkic
tribes and clans. “Madjmu at-TavarikhMis a folklore-epic work, which
provides information about the lifestyle of the Kyrgyz tribes living in the

Altai-Tlen-Shan region In the IX-XVL1 centuries, the reasons for their
migration to the western regions.

MAVLONO POYANDA OXUN AXSIKATIY
Mevlana Poyanda Axun Akhsikati was bom in Akhsikat in the first
half of the 16th century. He continued his post-Akhsik education in
Bukhara and continued his education in madrasas, becoming a great sage,
poet and mystic murshld of his time. In his works, his contemporaries
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mention and glorify Mavlono Poyanda Akhsikati with great respect and
reverence. His poems and ghazals were found in bayoz and collections.
Mawlana Poyanda Akhsikati died in Hijri 1010 and 1601/1602 AD. The

tomb in Faiziabad, Bukhara, was turned into a shrine.

MUHAMMAD YUSUF IBN IMODUDDIN AHSIKATIY
Muhammad Yusuf was one of the scholars and calligraphers of
Akhsikent who lived in the late sixteenth and first half of the seventeenth
centuries. Muhammad Yusuf Akhsikati went from Akhsikent to
Samarkand to study at Ulugbek Madrasa. During his years of study, in
Hijri 1014 and 1604 AD., he copied Sharafiddin Hanafi's treatise in Nash

with great taste.

IBRAHIM IBN YUSUF BIN IMAMUDDIN AHSIKATIY
Abraham was the son of Muhammad Yusufand learned science and
calligraphy from his father since his youth, Muhammad Yusuf. He copied

and founded the work of Muhammad Ismatullah Al-Bukhari Ar-Revgari in

Hijri 1062 and 1652 AD.

HUSOMIDDIN AXSIKATIY

Muhammad ibn Muhammad ibn Umar al-Ahsikati al-Hanafi was a
Hanafi scholar who specialized in the field of jurisprudence of Islamic
jurisprudence. His nickname was Husamiddin and his nickname was Abu
Abdullah. He was a Hanafi jurist and one of the Imams of the Farsi and
Methodological sciences33 The works he classified are: Al-Mukhtasar fi
usuli-I-figh” (""Al-Muntahab™ - A Short Book on "'Usui al-Figh", also known
as "Saylanma™), "Al-Hisami"* (**Husamuddin’s book™), **Miftohu-I-usuP
("The key to the method")," G'ayatu-t-tahqiq” (*'Limit of verification™),

The author of the book "Kashfuz-Zunun" said about "Al-Muntahab
al-Husami": About sixteen commentaries have been written on this book.
Abdulaziz ibn Ahmad al-Bukhari (d. Hijri 730» 1330 AD) said: "This short
book, “Al-Muntahab al-Husami", is superior to all other short books in its
order and beauty.” Many scholars have praised him. In particular, Husayn
ibn Ali ibn Hajjaj as-Sighnagqi said: "He was the great Imam of his time, a
hermit, a man of knowledge, a man of perseverance, a man of knowledge,
a mufti of mankind, a man of the Shari‘ah and a defender of the Sunnah."
Imam Laknavi said about him: “He was an imam in the way of Shaykh,
Fazil, Furu and Usui." 1bn Qutlubgo, in his Taj at-Tarajum, said of Imam
Ahsikati: He was rightly one of the third class mujtahids in the Islamic
world.

Under the guidance of "Husamiddin Akhsikati”, many disciples
matured. Including:

1. Abu Muzaffar Muhammad ibn Umar ibn Muhammad an-
Nuhabazi al-Hanafi. He was born in Hijri 616 and 1219 AD. He went to
Damascus, where he taught, and died there in Hijri 668,1270 AD.

His works include "Kashful ibhom li rafil avhom", "Kashful asror",
and "Talhisul kuduriy".

2. Abu Bakr Muhammad ibn Ahmad ibn Umar al-Bukhari Jalaliddin
al-lydi. Those who were one of great scientists. He has a work in Persian
called "Jamiul - Ulum". He died in Hijri 668 and 1270 AD.

3. Muhammad ibn Muhammad ibn Muhammad al-Qubaviy al-
Hanafi. These are from Marginon. In the science of Furu, there are such
works as "al-Jami ‘al-kabir" and "Nazmul jami' as-sagir lishshaybani”. He
died in Hijri 730 and 1330 AD.



Imam Abu Abdullah Ahsikati died on Monday, April 22, 1247 AD.,,
in the month of Zulga, Hijri 644. Qazikhan Muhammad ibn Muhammad

ibn Muhammad al-Abdi was buried near the Seven Judges Cemetery.

NOAH AL-FARGHANIY AL-AHSIKATIY
Abu Ismat Nuh ibn Nasr ibn Muhammad ibn Ahmad ibn Amru ibn
al-Fazl ibn al-Abbas ibn al-Harith al-Farghani al-Akhsikati. He visited
Nasaf and Bukhara several times and recorded hadiths from sheikhs and
scholars there. He then traveled to Irag, Damascus and Khorasan in

search of knowledge.

MUHAMMAD QAZI

There are also many other axiomatic scholars about whom there is
a number of information in the historical literature. One of them is
Muhammad Qazi, one of the great representatives of the Nagshbandi sect
in Movarounnahr, whose full name is Muhammad bin Burhaniddin al-
Miskin as-Samarkandi. He was born in Akhsikat in 1451 and studied at a
madrasah there, where he became a disciple of Mir Sayyid Azam34. As a
young man he moved with his family to Samarkand and stayed there until

the end of his life (1516). *

ZAHIRIDDIN MUHAMMAD BOBUR
Umarshaikh Mirzo, the son of Sultan Abusaid Mirza, the governor of
Movarounnahr, ruled in Fergana region in 1463-1494. His main
stronghold was the capital Axsikent. Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur was
born on February 14,1483 in the house of Umarshaikh Mirzo.
Many scientific and artistic works and films have been made about

the hard life of Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur, his mastery, his fine poetry,

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and that he became a historian and geographer. At the age of 12, Bobur
ascended the throne of Fergana and put on a royal robe.

UMAR AL-ANDUKONIY3
Abu Hafs" Umar ibn Muhammad ibn Tahir al-Andukani al-Mugri al-
Farghani as-Sufi was a virtuous and pious man, a noble sheikh, and a
frequent reciter of the Koran, a mature scholar in the recitation and
narration of the Koran. He listened to hadith in Bukhara and Merv. He
was born in Andukon in about Hijri 480 and 1087 A.D and grown up in
Fergana. He then went to Marv in Hijri 504 and 1110 AD., and died in one

of the villages there, in Kashan, in the month of Jumu'ah al-Awwal, Hijri
545 and 1150 AD.

MUHAMMAD AL-ANDOKONIY

Kamaluddin Muhammad Hajjaj ibn Yusuf ibn Ammad ibn al-Ghazi
al-AndokanL He was bom in the month of Sha'ban, Hijri 726 (1326 AD),
in the village of Andikon in Fergana, where he grew up. He then traveled
across the country, to the land of the Iragis and to Azerbaijan. Among the
works he classified: "Sidqu-I-kalam fi ilmi-I-kalim" (beautifully covered
"Reliable sayings about the science of theology'), which illuminates the
painful points of the science of Ageedah and the laws of the fundamentals
of religion and cleanses the secrets of the human heart from blue he
finished writing it in the month of Rajab, Hijri 777 (1375 AD).

AL-BANKASIY3%6

Al-Haysam al-Bankasi (died about Hijri 350) (Abu Said) al-Haysam

ibn Kulayb ibn Surayj ibn Mu'aqgil al-Shashi al-Bankasi - originally from

was a writer, a hafiz imam, a man who could clearly hear what was being
said and had the right approach. He composed "al-Musnad al-Kabir"
(The Great Musnad™), which consists of two huge volumes. He is a hadith

scholar who narrated hadith from the people of Khorasan and Irag.

AL-OZGANDIAN-NAMANGANI

Sa'diddin bin Ahmad lived in Uzgen during the reign of Sultan
Sotuq Bughrakhan (927-955), the first of the Qarakhanid sultans in the
10th century, and wrote a Persian-Tajik treatise on him, which contains
information about 40 leading sheikhs of the Uvaysi sect He also lived in
Namangan, according to which he received the ratio of Uzgendi an-
Namangani. In the Manuscripts Fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies
named after Abu RayhonBeruni of the Academy of Sciences of
Uzbekistan, the manuscript ""Tazkirai Bugrakhani' is stored under
number 6924. In this play, the words "Jome'i Ahmad bin Sa'diddin al-
Uzgandi an-Namangani”, that is, "First the collection of Uzgen and then

the collection of Sa'diddin's son Ahmad from Namangan'* were written.

ALI AL-OZGANDI
He lived in the X1 century. Abulhasan Ali ibn Sulayman ibn Dawud
al-Khatibi al-Uzgandi - came to Hamadan in 405 AH. He was one of the

scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

ALI AL-OSHIY
He lived in the Xl century. Ali ibn ""Uthman al-'Ashi'* (died Hijri 569,
1174 AD). He is a methodologist and fagih who has worked in some fields
of science. Among the works he classified were: *Mashariqu-I-anvor fi
shahrining nisobi-l-axbor li tozalashi-l-axyor", The commentary on the

As a pilgrim, he went to Baghdad and heard hadith from his
family. He returned to Bukhara in Hijri 612 and died there in Hijri 613.
From his works: ""Manosiku-I-Khalidi's deeds” (*'Khalidi's deeds").

MASOOD AL-OSHIY
Mas’ud ibn Mansur ibn Mursal al-fUshi (died Hijri 519, 1125 AD).
He lived in Samarkand. Fazil was a fagih. He, his son, and his wife all died

in one night in the middle of the month of Dhu'l-Hijjah in Hijri 519.

AL-HUSAYN AL-LAMISHIY37
Abu Ali al-Husayn ibn Ali ibn Abul-Qasim al-Lamishi al-Farghani
(Hijri 441,1049 AD. - Hijri 522,1128 AD.). He also lived in Samarkand,

was a sharp jurist and a noble imam in the field of calligraphy
(comparative jurisprudence).

TAHIR AL-KHOQANDI
Abu Talib Tahir ibn Muhammad ibn Ja'far ibn Nasr ibn Nusra al-
Hogandi al-Makhzumi (d. Hijri 510,1116 CE) was awriter and reciter. He
lived in Samarkand. He was one of the scholars and others narrated from
him. He died in the month of Safar in Hijri 510 and was buried in the

Chokardiza cemetery opposite the Mashhadu-s-sodat

IBRAHIM AL-GUNJIYRI
Abu Ishaq Ibrahim ibn Yaqub ibn Abu Nasr ibn Abid ibn Abu Nasr
ibn Madusa al-Kushani al-Gunijiri (cL Hijri 478, beginning of the month of

Dhu'l-Qa'dah, born 1085 AD., died Hijri 554, 1159 AD.) , a noble man
with a beautiful image, a great commentator and a humble preacher. He

was one of the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

AMIR AL-FARGHANIY
Abu Muhammad Umar ibn Ahmad ibn Abulhasan al-Ghandabi al-
Marghinani - known as "al-Farghani* (born Hijri 485, 1092 AD), was a
clever jurist in Samarkand with the right to issue fatwas. He was one of

the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

HAJIB AL-FARGHANIY
Abulabbas Hajib ibn Malik ibn Arkiyn al-Farghani (died Hijri 306 /
918 CE). He was known as a memorizer of many hadiths, a man of high
esteem. He returned to Isfahan in Hijri 296, 909 A.D. during the reign of

Badr al-Himami, and then returned to Damascus, where he died in Hijri

306,918 AD.

AL-MUSTAB AL-FARGHANIY
Abulmuzaffar al-Mushtab ibn Muhammad ibn Asama ibn Sufyan al-
Farghani. He was considered one of the greatest controversial scholars.
He was one of the most famous scholars in the sciences of vision and

dynamics. The scholars narrated a hadith from him. He died in Baghdad

in 1093 AD, in the month of Shawwal, Hijri 486.

AL-QASIM AL-FARGHANIY
Abu Abdurahman al-Qasim ibn Muhammad ibn Abdullah al-

Farghani al-Muzakkar. He was engaged in collecting fabricated hadiths.

He died in Asfariyyin in 874 AD in Hijri 261.
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AHMAD AL-FARGHANIY38

The astronomer Abulabbas Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Kathir al-
Farghani (797-865) was one of the astrologers of the Abbasid Caliph
Ma’munAmong his works are: "'Kitab fi usuliilmi-n-nujum™ (*"The Book on
the Fundamentals of Astronomy'"), as well as MI-Madhal ila ilmi hayati-1-
aflogwa movement-n-nujumM™Introduction to astronomy"), “Kitabu-1-
movement-s-samoviya" (""Movement of celestial bodies'), "'Javomi'u-n-
nujum™ (""*Complexes of stars™), "'Kitab amal ar-rahmat™ (Book on the use
of marble) , "Risala fi ma'rifat al-awgat allatiy yaqunul gamar fiyho wafq

SA'D AL-FARGHANIY

(The Ways of the people towards the Hereafter) and Muntahiyu-1-
Madorik (The End of the Spiritual Powers) are among his works.

ABDULLAH AL-FARGHANIY
Abu Muhammad Abdullah ibn Ahmad ibn Ja'far ibn Khuzyan at-
Turki al-Farghani. He was a historian and muhaddith. In Damascus, he

narrated hadiths from Ibn Jarif and others. He died in the month of

BRecently, works have been published that suggest that Ahmad Al-Farghani
was bom in the village of Quba (Quva) in the Fergana Valley. But there is no
information in any source that he was born in Kuva. On the contrary, if we
take into account that Akhsikent is also called Fergana in the sources of this
period, it is natural that the birthplace of the scientist is the ancient
Akhsikent. Because no other city in the valley is called Fergana. In history, a
scientist named Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-Qubawl, whose name is close to
the famous astronomer Ahmad al-Farghani, passed away. But this is a
different person. That is, this man is from the present-day city of Quwa, and
his full name is Abu Nasr Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Nasr al-Qubawi. In
1128, at the request of the people, he translated Muhammad Narshahi's
book ""History of Bukhara'lfrom Arabic Into Persian.
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Jumu ud-I-Awwal, Hijri 362, 973 AD. "At-Tarih al-Muzayyil ala tarihi
Muhammad ibn Jarir at-Tabari” (Appendix to the book "TarihiTabari") is
one of his works.
ALI AL-FARGHANIY

Burhanuddin Abulhasan Ali ibn Abu Bakr ibn Abdujalil al-
Marghinani al-Hanafi (d. Hijri 593 / 1197 AD) was a faqih, a farsi (well
versed in the science of faraiz), a muhaddith, a hafiz, a mufassir, and a
scholar in various sciences. Al-Jami 'al-Kabeer al-Shaybani (Commentary
on Al-Jami* al-Kabeer), Bidoyatu-I-Mubtadi (The Beginner's Book), al-
Hidaya And Kifoyatu-l-muntahiy (The Book of Satisfaction with the Right
Path and Completion), At-Tajniswa-I-Muziyd (Simulation and
Enhancement), Mukhtaru-I-Fatawa (Selection of Fatwas), all the works

are devoted to the furu ‘al-figh of the Hanafi school.

ALI AL-FARGHANIY
Sirojuddin Ali ibn Uthman ibn Muhammad al-Oshi al-Farghani
(died Hijri 569 / 1173 CE) was a scholar.Among his works are:
"Mashhariqu-l-anwar fi sharhinisabu-l-akhbar J tazkirati-l-akhbar*
(Commentary on ’Umar al-Nasafi's Poetic Work on Sectarian
Disagreements) (The author called it ""Mukhtalifu-r-Riva a (The Book of
Differences in Narrations)), "Al-Qasida al-lomiya fi usuli-d-din , Al-
Fataawa al-Sirajiyyah™ (The Fatwas of Sirajiyyah), "Nazmu Qasidati-1-
Amaliy fi-I-Kalam™ (The Poetry of the work of Kalam) ) has reached us.
Muhammad ibn Haydar al-Shahidbifayz al-Kafavi (died hijri 1168 / 1754
AD) translated and published the works in Turkish.

UMARAL-FARGHANIY
Umar ibn Ali ibn Abu Bakr ibn Abdujalil al-Farghani al-Marghinani
(died Hijri 600/1204 AD). The works of the fagih are ""Mashonhu
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javohiri-I-figh™ [""The Shining of the Jewels of Figh™), ""al-Fawaid ft furu'i-I-

figh" ("Avery useful book on the branches of jurisprudence').

MUHAMMAD AL-FARGHANIY
Muhammad ibn Ahmad ibn Ali al-Farghani al-Oshi al-Hanafi (d.

Hijri 513, 1119 AD) was a jurist One of his most famous works is
""Munassik” (Guides of Pilgrimage).

MUHAMMAD AL-FARGHANIY
Saduddin Muhammad ibn Ahmad al-Farghani (died Hijri 700,1301
AD) was a Sufi His Sharhu-t-toyiyati li ibni-I-Fariz (Commentary on Ibn
al-Farizis at-Tuiya), Ibn Shar al-Arabi's Sharhu fiisuli-l-hugam (lbn al-

Arabi’s Fusulu-I-Hugam "' - ""Commentary on the Seasons of Wisdom”).

There are also the works of Muntahiyu-I-madorik and arif and soliq.

MUHAMMAD AL-DCSHID AL-FARGHANIY
Abu Bakr Muhammad ibn Abu Muhammad Tagh ibn Jaff ibn
Yaltikin ibn Favran ibn Favri ibn Haggan al-Farghani. Al-Ahshid was the
owner ofthe golden throne. He was the owner (ruler) of Egypt, Damascus

and Hijaz. He died on Wednesday, December 10, 861 AD, on the 3rd day
of the month of Shawwal, Hijri 247.

ALI BIN ABIABDUJALIL AL-FARGHANIY
He was born in Hijri 530, 1135 AD in the village of Marshan in
Fergana. One of the famous scholars of the Hanafi school. He is the author
of Bidoyat ul Mubtadi, Al-Hidoya fi sharhi al-Bidoya, Al-Muntaqi al-Faruq,
and Mukhtarat an-Nauazil. He died in Hijri 593,1197 AD.
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ASH-SHARIF KHAMZA BIN ALI BIN AL-MUHSIN BIN MUHAMMAD BIN
[AFAR BIN MUSSA AL-KHAYLAMIY
He was from the descendants of Caliph Abu Bakr Siddiq. He was a
distinguished scholar and hadith scholar. He died in the month of Dhu'l-
Hijjah in Hijri 523, in 1129 AD in Samarkand.

ABU MANSUR AHMAD BIN ABDULLA AL-FARGHANIY
He was born in Hijri 327, 938 AD. He is the author of historical
works: "Life of Kafur al-Akhshizm™ and ""Honorable Sultan of Egypt". He
died in Egypt in Hijri 398 -1007 AD.

HAJIB BIN MALIK ERKIN
Abu Abbas at-Turki al-Farghani. He was a muhaddith scholar who
moved to Damascus. Imam ad-Dar al-Qutni left information about him.

He died in Damascus in Hijri 306 - 821 AD.

AL-MARGINONIY

Abulfath Zaynuddin Abdurahim ibn Abu Bakr ibn Ali ibn Abdujalil
al-Marghinani al-Farghani as-Samarkandi al-Hanafi (13th century] was a
jurist His works: ""Fusulu-l-ahkam li usuli -1-ahkam' (**Seasons of rulings
for the methods of rulings™), this work is known as *Fusulu-Mmadi**
(""Imadi fusuli').

ABDULAZIZ AL-MARGINONIY

Al-Imam Abdulaziz ibn Abdurazzag ibn Abu Nasr ibn /ad ibn

Sulayman ibn Mitkan al-Marghinani (11th centuiy). He was m

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QAYS AL-MARGINONIY
Al-Amir al-Imam Abulma’ali Qays ibn Ishaq ibn Muhammad ibn
Amirak al-Marghinani [died Hijri 526 / 1132 AD) was a noble imam. He
studied in Samarkand. He died in Hijri 526 on Friday, the 19th of
Shawwal, while fasting in the Samarkand mosque. He was one of the

scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

ALl AL-MARGINONIY
Abulhasan Ali ibn Abu Bakr ibn Abduljalil Al-Marghinani
(Burhanuddin). He was a Hanafi, a fagih, a muhaddith, a hafiz in the
science of hadith, a commentator, and also worked in various fields of
science.Works: Commentary on Shaybani’s Al-Jami "al-Kabeer (The Great
Collection), “Al-Mazid fi furu’i-l-Hanafiya (“In addition to the Hanafi
Mashabifur’u al-figh'), ""Bidoyatu-l-mubtadi fi -I-furu™*(*""Initial Guide for
those who are beginning to study Furu 'al-figh') is an abbreviated form of
the previous work It states that the author has compiled the
Mukhtasaru-I-Quduri (“Mukhtasar of Quduri') and the “al-Jami ‘as-
Saghir", and in his order he used the order of ""al-Jami*". Sharhu bidoyat-1-
muntahiy (Commentary on Bidoyatu-l-muntahiy) is a major work, a rare
copy of which is kept in the General Library in Istanbul. He is also the
author of ""Al-Hidoya™ (“Hidoya™), **Kifoyatu-I-muntahiy'* (‘*The book that
satisfies the finalists'), 'at-Tajnlswa-l-mazid"” (*'Related issues and
additions'), All works such as "Muhtaru-I-fatwa (Collection of Selected
Fatwas) are classified according to the furu'u-l-figh of the Hanafi school.
The scholar was buried in the Chokardiza cemetery in Samarkand in

1197 AD on Tuesday, the 14th of Dhul-Hijjah, Hijri 593.

ALl AL-MARGINONIY
Zahlruddin Ali ibn Abdulaziz ibn Abdurazzaq al-Marghinani (died
Hijri 506, 1112 CE) was a jurist His classified works are: "Fatwas"
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(""Fatwas”), "Favoid" (*'Benefits'), ""Manoqibu-I-Imami-I-a‘zam” (*'Imams
of the Great Imam”, "Aqdiyattu-r-rasul (s.a.v.) ” (A set of questions

answered by the Prophet (s.a.v.)”).

UMAR AL-MARGINONIY
Umar ibn Ali ibn Abu Bakr ibn Abdujalil al-Farghani al-Marghinani
(died after Hijri 600/1204 AD) was a jurist His classified works are
"Jawahiru-I-figh” (Jewels of Figh), "al-Fawaid fi furu'i-I-figh™ (Benefits in
Furu "al-figh).

MAHMUD AL-MARGINONIY

Burhanuddin Mahmud ibn Ahmad ibn Abdulaziz ibn Umar ibn
Mozah al-Bukhari al-Marghinani al-Hanafi (Hijri 551-616 / 1156-1219
AD) was a jurist He died in Bukhara. His works are "Al-Wajiz fi-I-Fatawa”
(Collection of Short Fatwas), multi-volume *"al-Muhit al-Burhani fi-I-fighi-
n-nu'mani” (Al-Muhiti of Nu'manifigh). He also called this book 'az-
Zahira"  (“"Zahira™), "Sharh al-Jami  *as-Saghir  li-sh-Shaybani"'
(""Commentary on Shaybani's work™ al-Jami* as-Saghir'),"at-
Tajrid'~bstraction™ - all these works are based on Hanafi furu al-figh.
It is also known as "Tatimmatu-l-Fatawa ("'Collection of Fatwas'),

""Zahiratu-1-Fatawa” ("'Reserve of Fatwas”) or "az-Zahira al-Burhaniya fi-1-

figh” ("'Reserve in Figh al-Burhani'").

AHMAD AL-KASONIY
Abu Nasr Ahmad ibn Sulayman ibn Nasr ibn Hoyam ibn Ali ibn al-
Hasan al-Qasani (martyred in 488 AH, 1095 AD) was a judge. He recited
hadiths in Samarkand and spelled hadiths in his house in al-Muhtasib
district He was one of the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith

from him. He was appointed minister in Hijri 482 / 1089 AD.
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SAADUDDIN MUHAMMAD IBN AHMAD AL-KASANIY
He died in 1300.He was a Sufi and educated by the famous Sufi
Muhyuddin al-Arabi. He was an author of **Commentary on the Qasida of
Ibn al-Fariz."
BAKR AL-KASQNIY
Bakr ibn Sulayman ibn Imran llyas al-Qasani (died Hijri 513,1119
AD). He lived in Samarkand for some time and studied jurisprudence. He

is one of the scholars, and the scholars have narrated hadith from him.

ABU BAKR AL-KASONIY
Abu Bakr ibn Mas'ud ibn Muhammad ibn al-Qasani (d. Hijri 699,
1300 AD) was a jurist and methodologist He is the author of "'As-Sultan
al-Mubiyn fi usuli-d-din” (A Guidebook on the Fundamentals of Religion).

ALOUDDIN KOSONIY

Alouddin Abu Bakr ibn Mas'ud ibn Ahmad Qasani. He is a Hanafi
jurist known by the nickname *"Malik al-Ulama.”" There is no information
about the year of Kasani's birth and his youth in the books of ""Tabagat
and Siyarat™. Scholars of his time called him Malik al-Ulama (King of
Scholars). Kasani came to Bukhara, where he studied under his teacher
Imam Alouddin Muhammad ibn Abi Ahmad as-Samarkandi. They became
mature scholars in the science of the Kasani method and furu. He also
listened to hadith from his teacher and other great scholars of his time.
He wrote a commentary on his teacher Alouddin Samarkandi’s work
"Tuhfat ul fugaha" and the royal work “Badoi'us Sanoi’i fii tartibish

Sharoi”and presented it to his teacher.
Alouddin Kasani was sent as an ambassador to the ruler of Aleppo,
Nuriddinaz-Zangi, in about 1146-1148, and he lived there until the end of
his life. During Kasani's time in Aleppo, the government was ruled by the

Zangi and Ayyubids, and the scientific environment in the country was
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stable. Kasani gained great fame here in a short time and was appointed
chief mudarris of the Halaviya madrasa at the request of the local fagihs.
According to historical records, when the members of this family
decided to return to Movarounnahr, they sent a letter to Fatima bin
Muhammad as-Samarkandi, the ruler of Aleppo, who was well aware that
Qasani would not return his weak opinion under any circumstances.The
letter was brought by a man, so his wife, Fatima, did not accept it
Surprised by the piety of the scholar, the ruler sends a female
ambassador this time. Hazrat Fatima accepts the invitation of the ruler
and these two great scholars stayed in this city until the end of their lives.
Sources say that Kasani visited his grave every Friday after the death of
his wife Fatima until the end of his life. The great jurist died on the tenth
day of the month of Rajab Hijri 587 (August 3,1191). His grave is next to
his wife. Today, the place has been turned into a shrine. Alouddin Kasani
and Fatima bin Muhammad left a son named Mahmud. Sultan al-Zair, the
ruler of the Ayyubids, took him into his care and brought him up. Itis also
said that al-Qasani had works on jurisprudence, such as "al-Sultan al-
Mubin fi usulad-din and Al Kitab al-Jalil"". Although the names of many of
his works are mentioned in various sources, they have not reached us.
"Badoi' us Sanoi'l fii tartibish Sharoi” is a book of great feme that
has been praised by all the scholars. ""Badoi* us Sanoilfii tartibish Sharoi*
is a book that has been published many times and is widely circulated.
One of his last editions was published in Beirut in 1997 by Dorul Kutubil

ilmiya in ten volumes.

MAXDUM1 A ZAM KOSONIY
Sayyid Ahmad Khojagi ibn Sayyid Jalaliddin Qasani Dahbedi;
1463/64 Kasan city, 1542 Dahbed, Samarkand. He was a great religious
figure, a leader of the Nagshbandi sect In 1503 he moved to Bukhara.

After some time, he went to Akhsikat and began to propagate the
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Nagshbandi sect The Shaybani sultans and governors considered
Mahdumi Azam to be their master. Mahdumi Azam developed the theory
and practice of mysticism, in particular the doctrine of Nagshbandi. His
works are "Asror un nikoh" (“Marriage Secrets'), ""Ganjnoma" (*'Treatise
on Wealth*), “Risolatun samaviyyatun” (**Sky's treatise'), "'‘Bayoni zikr"
(""Bayani zikr), "Risola-isilsila-1 Khojagon'(*"Treatise on the dynasty of
Khojagon™), "Me'roj-ul oshigiyn” (*'Lovers’ me’roj*), **Murshidu-
solikiyn™39, "'Risola-1 Nagshbandiyya™, "Risolat un-vujudiyyatun*. There
are more than 30 pamphlets, such as (The Handbook of Beings). The
works of MakhdumiAzam are kept in the fund of the Institute of Oriental

Studies of the Academy of Sciences of Uzbekistan.

MUHAMMAD AL-QUBOVIY
Muhammad ibn Muhammad ibn Muhammad al-Qubawi al-Hanbali
(d. Hijri 726,1326 A.D.) was ajurist debater, and nazim. One of his works
is “Sharh al-Jami 'al-Kabeer' (Commentary on al-Jami* al-Kabeer (The
Great Collection) by Muhammad al-Shaybani on the Furu ‘al-Figh of the
Hanafi school).

IBRAHIM AL-QUBOVIY

Abu Ishaq Ibrahim ibn Ali ibn al-Husayn al-Qubawi as-Sufi was
bom in Hijri 394,1004 AD. There are many positive opinions about the
scientist left in the sources. For example, in Sogdia, the sheikh of the Sufis
is said to be a pure-hearted person who walks the right path, teaches
many lessons from the Koran, remains silent for a long time, and only
interferes in his own affairs. Although he was bom in Movarounnahr but
left it as a child, he spent many years in exile. He traveled to Khorasan,

Iran and the Hijaz. He then settled in Sogdia and narrated many hadiths.

P Note: A murshid-teacher, a guide in the path of mysticism, a guide to the
right path. Amurid (disciple) who follows a murshid in order to achieve

spiritual and moral perfection in the teachings of tax-mysticism.
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All the hadiths heard from him were authentic He was one of the
scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him. He died in the last

month of the year Hijri 471 (1078 AD).

HAZRAT BOB FERGANI

The names of many of our great compatriots are written in the
pages of our ancient history, and you are amazed and proud of their
power and potential. One of them is our compatriot Hazrat Bob FerganL
Abdurahman Jami's commentary on this great man, entitled **Nafohotul-
uns” (Pleasant Scents of the Interlocutors), says: He was from Fergana.
On those sides, educated and noble people, the mashayiks respected him
as “bob". His face showed kindness." Sheikh Amu Abu Ismail Ahmad ibn
Muhammad ibn Hamza al-Sufi saw Hadrat Bab and was in his
conversation. Sheikh Amu says, "One day | was sitting in front of Bob. A
man came and said, "Lord, the enemy has invaded the city. Pray that
Sarkab will return." Hazrat Bob was sitting by the stove, with "jovrob"
(woven shoes) on his feet. He was beaten by the sun standing in the oven
with him and said, "l have fallen."It is said that at that time Sarkab fell
from a horse near the city gate and broke his neck Abu Amu also said,
""One day a man came and said to Bab, 'Pray, Tagsir, let it rain, and it has
all dried up." The man prayed, and it rained for a week Then again the
man came and begged, 'Tagsir, pray, let the rain stop, everyone is
flooded." After his prayers, the rain stopped. The owner of Kashfiil-
Mahfuz says: Hazrat Bob had wives named Fatima on horseback | chose
to visit Hazrat Bob and went to him. They said, ""Why have you come?* |
said, “l saw the sheikh, and he looked at me with compassion.” He said, "0
my son, | have seen you for a long time, and | wanted to see you so that
you would not disappear from my sightWhen | calculated, it was exacdy
the day | wanted to see the sheikh. My son, it is the work of infants to
walk the distances, to be diligent in this pilgrimage, to work diligently not

only for the great dignitary to visit, but also for them to visit him, there is
no good for those present from the dry beauty. Hey, bring something to
Fatima, let the dervish breathe. ""Fatima brought freshly picked grapes in
a jar. It was not the time for grapes to ripen in Fergana. ""Hazrat Alisher
Navoi, in his book **Majlis-un-nafois™ (**Exquisite Conversations') inspired
by Mawlana Jami, also excited the above narrations about him and

praised him.

Around the 10th century, Hazrat Bob lived in Pop, lived a long life,
and died there.

POET MAVLONO SANGIY

One of the poets whose creative activity has become almost
abstract to the scholars is Mavlono Sangi, who lived in the Middle Ages in
the village of Sang in the present-day Pop district

Very few surviving short stories about Mawlana Sangi can be found
in the commentary of the poet, Hasan khoja Nisari's book entitled
""Muzakkir ul ahbob™ (Memory of Friends).

The scholar compiled the treatise “Muzakldri Ahbob™ in late 1566
and included information about 288 poets who lived in Movarounnahr,
Afghanistan, Iran, Turkey, East Turkestan, and India.

The fourth season of the first chapter of Mawlana Sangi's tazkira is
entitled "'Fakir who did not serve the poor, died before old age and was
buried In places other than Bukhara™ The poet gives the following
information about Mevlana Sangi.

""Mavlono Sangi is from Sang village of Fergana. He has great words
and this compliment is colorful and polite. Maqta40:

Sangin miskin nadorid gadr andar jon hash,

Lairo gadri naboshad to barun naoyad zi sang.

(Meaning: Poor Sangi has no value in her place.

ALast line of the gazal.
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The dumb one is also worthless until he comes out of the stone).

Unfortunately, Nisari's data, though composed of just that, is
extremely valuable. According to the information, Mavlono Sangi was a
contemporary of Hasankhoja Nisari and died before reaching old age.
Nisari was also aware of his poetry, although he had not met Mawlana
Sangi. From the praise of the poet Mavlono Sangi, it became clear that
Sangi did not leave his village, so he lived and died there. Sangi's fame
spread beyond Fergana due to his playful and charming ghazals in the
Persian-Tajik language, which touched the human heart, and took a
special place in the narration of Hasankhoja Nisari.

The above-mentioned data can serve as a basis for concluding that
the poet Sangi was born in the early 16th century and died in the 60s.
Some of the works of Mawlana Sangi have been preserved in ancient
bayoz. Collecting and organizing them and delivering them to our people

is one of the important tasks in the future.



I11. IN PLACE OF END

The study of the spiritual and scientific heritage of the distant past
and its assimilation into the minds and hearts of our people is a
comprehensive and complex process, consisting of its own difficulties.

In recent years, significant work has been done to study and
illuminate the history of a number of ancient historical cities of our
country. Under the conditions of the dictatorial regime, the sacred names
of our scholars and thinkers, whose names were deliberately forgotten
and whose names have already been forgotten, began to be heard again
in their native lands. Their immortal scientific heritage is being passed on
to our compatriots, albeit slowly.

There are so many scientists from Turkestan region that today we
know only the most famous of them, we know their works.

Although their names have arrived, their works have not yet been
found, or their works are known, but there is much work to be done to
determine the author.

The same problems apply to the scholars of the Fergana Valley and
the scientific legacy they left behind.

One of the towns and cities of Fergana, which had a special place in
the Renaissance, is Akhsikent Here we have mentioned the famous
scholars who have made their worthy contribution to the development of
religious and secular science. It should also be noted that as a result of
further research, the names of scientists with new axiomatic nicknames
appear in the sources.

“During the deep decline of European culture in the IX-XIII
centuries, the works of Eastern philosophers saved the people of Europe
and showed the way to further development,” said the orientalist EE

Bertels.
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At the same time, all branches of science flourished in Akhsikent
Growing up in the region, scientists have inherited an inexhaustible
treasure of knowledge, not only in the valley, but also in other cities of
Central Asia, mentoring the world’s scientists in axiomatic, Fergana, Osh,
Kosani and other proportions.

We also aimed to write works about them in accordance with the
work of our ancestors, and thus pass on the name and heritage of our
ancestors to future generations. The words of Mahmud Hakim Yayfani-
Khokandi (1850-1930], a physician, historian, writer, and poet, are
noteworthy in this regard: "Ifyou want to live a second time in the world,
write down what you know." As Alikhantora Soguni, the pride of the
Sayyids, said in his book "History of Muhammad': "A person dies, his
words remain.”

"If you tell me what book you're reading, I'll tell you who you are.
By looking at a library of people, one can get a clear idea of its character
and mental maturity,"” said French historian Charles Blanc. In accordance
with this, we plan to publish books under the heading ""Axsikent Library"
in order to fill the shelves of our compatriots with books rich in
historical, scientific information and heritage.

By the way, the books are not limited to Axsikent and Axsikati. On
the contrary, the pages of our history that have hitherto been abstract or
misinterpreted are also re-examined and turned into a book.

If you look at the view of the ancient cities of the Fergana Valley,
you will be surprised that there are almost no architectural structures
that speak of a long history. Then where is the ancient Kasan, the fortified
Pop Fortress, the famous arch of Andijan, etc., depicted by Babur Mirza?

When and for what reason were they destroyed? In which works is

information about this available?
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Writing books while answering such questions is also one of our
goals. In fact, as they say, *he who seeks finds,” we have learned a little
about him through the works of Ishaghan Ibrat That is, in 1621, during a
terrible earthquake in Aksikent, in Andijan, everything was destroyed. So,
at the same time, strong earthquakes are more likely to destroy the cities
of Pop, Kasan, Kuva, Osh, Kokand, Margilan.

There are some other questions that can be answered only by
reviewing the primary sources. Perhaps Ahmad al-Farghani's idea of
creating a nilometer instrument is also not accidental. It is not surprising
that the idea of creating such an instrument is associated with the life
experiences of his childhood on the banks of the Syrdarya. This is now
shown by our subsequent research.

As the writer Khurshid Davron said: ""History is like the sun. Ifyou
look at him, your forehead will be light, your path will be bright, and your
eyes will be bright If you turn your back on him, you will only see his
shadow... One of the happiest moments in this world is to spend a sprout
A stingy person does not plant a tree. He who plants a tree will plant it
not only for himself, but also for his children and grandchildren who have
been born and will be bom. And history is the garden of ancestors.

So, our ultimate goal is to plant trees in the garden of our history,

which is the *garden of our ancestors”, to beautify it and to enjoy its
flowers and fruits.

An open-air museum has been established in Akhsikent, and
archeological excavations have been carried out

Creating a true history of the city, analyzing the life and scientific
works of dozens of Akhsikat scientists, as well as the activities of
researchers of the site is also an integral part of the history of Akhsikent

Currently, the main focus is only on archeological research. In this
case, the question arises as to whom and when will study the lives and
activities of famous people, rulers, kings, and scientists who grew up
there.

If the history of Akhsikent is covered not only by historical and
scientific works, but also by archeological material, then the history of
the city will continue to be based on assumptions.

The works of Akhsikent scholars, who were famous in their time,
are kept in libraries and museums around the world. Their research and
republishing is also one of the tasks of the Cabinet of Ministers
Resolution No. 831 of October 16, 2017.

When the people of the world say Axsikent, they do not mean the
ceramic pipes and walls, but first of all the scientists, military leaders,
kings who grew up here. In fact, it is the scholars with the pseudonym
Akhsikent who made the name Axsikent known to the world, and the
generals and kings who grew up there.

The architectural structures, handicrafts, ceramic pipes and works
of art that were found and studied were also built during the time of
some ruler or king. It should not be forgotten that their selfless work
contributed to the development of the city and its global significance.

Below is a list of some of the Axis scholars and governors, as well as
the researchers who studied the area. The analysis of the activities of
each person or each work in it can be called a separate object of research.

41 The scientists named in this list are from the Fergana Valley, and in most
cases it is known by their names and in what field of science they worked.
Our researchers have a task to find complete information about these
scientists and the scientific heritage they left behind. We have also given a
list of the governors, generals, kings of Akhsikent, scholars who in their
works gave information about the city and studied it directly.
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V. SCIENTISTS TO BE STUDIED

1. Abdullah al-Farghani. Abdullah ibn Sahl al-Farghani. He was one
of the most famous astronomers in the time of Caliph Ma’mun.

2. Abdullah ibn Ali al-Barkhushoni al-Farghani.

3. Abdullah ibn Ahmad al-Farghani al-Jundi.

4. Abu Imran Musa bin Abdullah al-Mu'addib, literary critic,
collected proverbs.

5. Abu Nasr Ahmad ibn Sulayman ibn Nasr ibn Hoyam ibn Ali ibn
Hasan al-Qasani was martyred in 1095. Shariat judge. It is known that in
1089 he worked as a minister in Samarkand.

6. Abu Sa'd Abul Makarim Razzaq Ali bin Muhammad Abul Hasan
bin Umar al-Kaban. The literary scholar was from the village of Kaba in
Fergana and lived in Bukhara.

7. Abul Fath Muhammad bin Ismail al-Farghani. He comes to
Nishapur to collect hadiths and study them. Years of birth and death are
unknown.

8. Abuljavd Ata ibn Ahmad ibn as-Sadiq al-Hamidi al-Qasani. Judge
of the descendants of Khalid ibn Walid. He studied in Samarkand and
returned to Kasan as a judge.

9. Abdullah ibn Ahmad al-Farghani al-Jundi.

10. Al-Khalil ibn Ahmad al-Qubawi, who was a hermit faqgih,
narrated hadiths in Bukhara. He was one of the scholars, and the scholars
narrated a hadith from him.

11. Al-Hasan al-Marghinani. Abulmahasin, Zahiruddin al-Hasan ibn
All al-Marghinani was a Hanafi jurist He classified works on the science
of recording conditions and transactions. Itis also known that he issued
fatwas. He died in about Hijri 651,1253 AD.

12. Al-Husayn ibn Abu Ba'li al-Ahsikati al-Farghani. He lived in the
IX-XII centuries. Fagih.
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13. Ahmad al-Farghani. Sharafuddin Ahmad al-Farghani is the
author of Zahiratu-I-fugaha (The Treasure for the Faqgihs].

14. Bakr ibn Sulayman ibn Imran llyas al-Qasani.A scholar of
jurisprudence. He was educated in Samarkand. He was a judge in the
case. He died in 1119.

15. Bahrom al-Marghinani. Abulmuzaffar Bahram ibn Hamza ibn al-
Mubarak al-Marghinani lived in Sarakhs, where he died in Hijri 516. He
was one of the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

16. David al-Qubavi. He was a fagih and a gari. He narrated hadiths
from many scholars, in turn, many more scholars narrated hadiths from
him.

17. Zahiriddin Ashraf ibn Nagib al-Qasani. He lived in the late
twelfth and mid-thirteenth centuries. He was one of the famous sheikhs
of his time.

18. Ibrahim ibn Yusuf ibn Ahmad ibn Hamd ibn Abd-ul-Fadl ibn
Abdullah al-Akhsikati*A fagih, muhaddith and writer who lived in the IX-
XIl centuries.

19. Ismail Al-Kushany. Abu Ali Ismail ibn Muhammad ibn Ahmad
ibn Hajib al-Kushani. He is the grandson of Abu 'Umar, the last of those
who narrated Sahih al-Bukhari from al-Firabri. He was one of the
scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him. He died in Hijri
391 and 1001 AD.

20. Masada al-Farghani. Abu Said Mas'ada ibn Yusuf ibn Sasan al-
Farghani. He came to Baghdad to perform the pilgrimage and taught
hadith there. He narrated hadiths from many scholars, and many more
from him.

21. Masadat al-Qubavi. Abu Bakr Mas’adat ibn Asfa’ ibn ibnMas'ada
ibn Ahmad al-Farghani al-Qubawi. He came to Samarkand and narrated

hadiths there. It is also said that he was originally from Merv (i.e.
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Marwazi) and lived in Quba and accordingly received this (Qubavi) ratio.
He was one of the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him.

22. Muhammad al-Farghani. Abu Ja‘far Muhammad ibn Abdullah al-
Farghani is a Sufi. He came to Baghdad and became known as the scholar
al-Junaid. He narrated hadiths from many scholars.

23. Muhammad ibn Dawud ibn Ahmad ibn Rizwan ibn al-Aylani.
Another name is Abu Abdullah Fergani. He lived in Marv for some time
and then came to Nishapur. The hadith scholar had a return in Hijri 539
and 1145 AD.

24. Muhammad bin Muhammad al-Qubadi. The famous imam was
honored with the title of *'shams ul-millatiwa-d-din"".

25. Nasr Marghinoni. Al-lmam Abulhasan Nasr ibn al-Hasan al-
Marghinani was one of the famous imams and scholars. He classified a
wonderful poem about wisdom and asceticism, known everywhere. He
was one of the scholars, and the scholars narrated a hadith from him

26. Noah bin Nasir al-Farghani. He was a Muhaddith scholar. He
came to Hamzan in Hijri 415 /1024 AD.

27. Rizqullah al-Qubavi. Abulmakarim Rizqullah ibn Muhammad
ibn Abulhasan ibn Umar al-Qubawi, a competent writer, taught etiquette.
Originally from Qubo, he also lived in Bukhara. He was one of the
